Session 10: Where Can We Read the Bible?
1st: Review the key truth: God wants people to

communicate with Him through praying and
reading the bible daily. Ultimately, we can
read the Bible anywhere.  We should obey

God's Word because He made us, He loves us,
and His plans are good.

2nd: Look up 2 Kings 22-23 in the Bible. 
 Discuss what you remember about the
story King Josiah and the Lost Scroll.  

 



Session 10: Where Can We Read the Bible?
Read the story if you need to and remind them

that that reading the scroll helped Josiah
recognize that he and his people were not

obeying God. They were choosing to sin and
disobey God. In the same way, we can recognize

our own sin we read the Bible. Unlike Josiah,
we have access to the Bible anytime and

anywhere we want. Encourage your kids to dig
into Scripture no matter where they are. We
should obey God’s Word because He made us,

He loves us, and His plans are good.
 
 



Session 10: Where Can We Read the Bible?
3rd: Color the 2 Memory Verses for this

session.  Cut them up into smaller pieces. 
 Hide the pieces around the room.  Go and

find them and put the verses together. 
 Read them out loud as a family.

4th: Color the Josiah coloring page that is
attached. Use this as a time to remind

ourselves to read the Word of God and
obey what it says.

Session 11: Why Do We Read the Bible?
1st: Review the key truth: We read the Bible

because God's commands show us how life
works best.  Those truths in the Bible are

without error and will last forever.
2nd: Look up 1 and 2 Peter.  Discuss the story
of Peter and his ministry.  Read the story if

you need to and remind them that even
when people were being treated unfairly,

Peter reminded them that God’s way of
living is the best. When times are good, we

can read the Bible. When difficult
situations come, we can read the Bible! In

both types of situations, we must read God’s
Word and obey His commands.

 



Session 11: Why Do We Read the Bible?3rd:
Look up the 2 Memory Verses for this

session: Psalm 33:4 and Matthew 4:4.  Use
the scripture to fill in the blanks on the

next 2 pages.



Session 11: Why Do We Read the Bible?
4th: Ask the following question: “What

would we do if soldiers came into our
church and told us that we couldn’t learn
about Jesus anymore? Would we be scared?
Would we be angry?” Leave time to kids to

respond. Explain: “It’s hard for us to
imagine that would happen, but it really
does in some parts of the world. In some

countries of East Asia, it’s against the law
to worship God or tell people about Jesus.
Let’s watch a video about it.” Hand out the
“We Believe” activity sheets and crayons.

Explain that they will complete their sheet
as if they are in a church in East Asia that

has to worship in secret. Ask them to be
very quiet and only whisper. Encourage

them to sit on the floor. If appropriate for
your group, turn off the lights and let them

complete the activity with flashlights. 
 After pray for the churches of East Asia.

Session 12: How Do We Study the Bible?
1st: Review the key truth: We study the

Bible to learn about God and Jesus. Jesus
taught that all the Scriptures point to Him. 

2nd: Look up Luke 24:13-35 in your Bibles. 
 Read the story if you need to and remind

them that the disciples should have known
that Jesus was the Messiah because of the

Scriptures. In the Old Testament, prophets
told of Jesus and the details of what He

would do, but because they had not studied
the Scriptures in depth, they did not

recognize Jesus as Messiah. We should
study the Bible to learn about God and

Jesus so that in moments of doubt, we know
the truth: He is our Savior!

 



Session 12: How Do We Study the Bible?
3rd: Look up the 2 Memory Verses for this

session: James 1:22 and Exodus 20:12.  Write
down the verses on a board or a piece of

paper.  Read it out loud 5 times.  On the 6th
time, start erasing or covering up words. 
 Repeat until they can say the verse with

little to no assistance.
4th: Use the attached sheet to review the

Big Truths from the Past Few Lessons.  Read
them out loud doing several actions like

jumping jacks or burpees or other actions.
 





Family Prayer Time:
Spend some time tonight praying as a family.  
Pray thanking God for being creator, holy,

worthy of our praise, etc.  Take time to
really thank God for being above all.  Also

take time that our hearts will be moved
towards a desire to study the Word of God

to learn more about Him as Savior.  Pray
that in all circumstances we will follow
God and share how He has changed our

hearts with those around us. Finally, pray
that as we would follow in obedience the

Word of God given to us.
